ALLAH is the founder and
perfectionist of all religions, and
religious systems that are the
worship of Him and Him alone.
Any religion or ideas, and or
systems that call upon any name
or god or idea that was not insti-
tuted by Allah and or the proph-
ets that recognizes Allah and the
teachings of the prophets of Al-
lah is false. That religion and its
ideas are false in their teachings
as well as their culture. The en-
tire world recognizes Allah as
God and God All Mighty and fit
to be worshiped only, and there
is no other god in the universe

worthy of this devotion or
recognition. Allah O Akbar.

Allah created in perfection,
Islam, and enlightened Muham-
mad, with the knowledge and
visions of its manifestations, and
he (Muhammad) then took this
religion in its perfect state and
taught it to his people, the nation
of Arabia located in the land
mass at the base of Europe and
is so named Saudi Arabia.

This statement explains the
Holy Qur’an: chapter v, verse
Iv; which reads as follows:

In the name of God, Most

v4. Forbidden to you (for

Muhammad chose Islam (lsis
-'El-'Amon) as the religion of
the Arabian nation; Qu'ran 5:4
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Chapter The Food (Bagara). ‘Al
Kem, Chapter Two (2) fifth para-
graph, The Savior of The World—

So, now we come down to the
bare facts about the founding and
accepting of the religion of Islam.
Muhammad did not found nor
choose Islam for his people (the
Arabian nation) he accepted it from
his God and chose to teach it to his
people, therefore it is not a matter
of choice nor is it a matter of dis-
covery!

Quite often in today’s society,
we hear of some person or per-
sons changing their name from a
slave terminology (or state of
identification) to one of the nation
from which he or she originated
which was a free nation with
names that speak in freedom. Any
time that a person willingly ac-
cepts the name of another nation
that he or she is born under and
that nation is not his or her own
this shall place this person in a
slave’s position. This then leaves
these people in a very vulnerable
position, and the down fall of that
nation is blamed upon those who
carry these names. It further
makes them subjects of the cultur-
al misgivings of that people. That
is to say for all illogical purposes
that they take out their anger on
you, they consider you a second
class being, and many times much
less than a human being.

Let us take for example the
name Leroy; a name that has
come to be known as the name of
a buffoon, chiefly a Black male,
and he who carries this name al-
ways became the center of attrac-
tion, whenever something went
wrong it was or is the fault of the
Black "Leroy" who is to blame.
When ever the problems needed
air find old Leroy and air your ill
feelings against him he's the
pompous ass that is to be used as

the cushion for my problems, my
white problems, the names of
other nations given to, and ac-
cepted by another nation of peo-
ple has not and cannot come to
any good. The education of the
mind is vitally important to the
education of a nations origin. Just
as the origin of names is of vital
importance to the education of
the mind.

What’s in a name ? A name is
a claim, a claim of a person’s na-
tion, a claim of a person’s herit-
age in a nation, a claim of a per-
son’s national religious origin, a
claim of a person’s bed rock
foundation, a claim of a person’s
philosophy, as well as his philo-
sophical views both on life and in
life. And that same claim is the
basis on which a person builds
his or her education and educates
his or her or their children. That
same claim is the path way to a
person’s God. It is yet further a
claim to a persons deepest, and
greatest thoughts, for from with
in; the spirit uses that claim for
reference to all that person was,
is, and shall be. And yet this is
but a small amount of what is in a
name.

Nicknames, especially those of
a cheap, weak, and foreign nature
should never be accepted. Merely
because that type of a name is as
degrading, if not worse than the
name of a foreign people. One
should always take great pride in
one’s name, for this shows pride
in one’s God, Language, Culture,
History, Education, Heritage, and
last but not least, one’s Father’s
linage. Your name is the Key to
you and your origin. So always
take great pride in the names of
your nation and respect those of

others and you shall always be
respected.

Rahman = Amun-Ra (High
truth) and Rah-him (Raheem) =
Ra-Kem or Ham (The merciful).
